How to log in to Blackboard.

1. Login to Blackboard at:     https://sduhsd.blackboard.com/
Your username is your last name + first initial + last 4 digits of your permanent ID number + "@my.sduhsd.net". 
Your password is your district login password.
ENROLL IN A CLASS
1. Select the “My Classes” tab at the top of the page.

2. Search for the appropriate course in the “Class Search” box on the top left of the page:

  
A. These are the classes: SDA - AP US History 2A - Koda, SDA - AP US History 2B – Koda 
B. If you have trouble finding the course, select the “ID” option under the “Class” drop-down menu, then press “Go” to search again. If you still can’t find it, search the classes by Teacher and use Koda for the name. There will be a loooooong list but you should be able to find your class. 
C. The course title should be listed at the bottom of the page. DO NOT simply click on the course as the page that comes up as this will NOT enroll you. Instead, click on the “double-down arrow” button and select the “enroll” option.

 
D. On the next screen, enter the course Access Code if prompted. Then select “Submit”.

E. Select “OK” on the next screen to successfully complete the enrollment process. This will direct you to the homepage for the course.

NAVIGATING THE COURSE:

1. Upon first logging in to Blackboard, select the appropriate course title.

2. Once in the correct course, there will be a column of options on the left hand side of the page. These will navigate the user throughout the course.

3. There is a User Guide under the “Tools” category.
